On the other side of this page you will find a diagram of a microscope. Please label the following parts:

· iris/diaphragm

· coarse focus knob

· fine focus knob

· arm

· stage

· light source

· base

· ocular lens

· objective lens

Get a sample slide from the front of the room and put it on the stage of your microscope.

· always start by using the low power (40x – red) objective lens

· focus on the slide (using coarse focus knob) and center an object of interest

· only then should you swing the medium power (100x – yellow) lens into place

· be careful using the high power (400x – green). It is very easy to focus the stage upwards, break the slide and damage the lens. Listen to Ms Flynn’s instructions very carefully.

· It must be in pencil
· You must use a petri dish to draw a circular field of view

· It must include a title, the magnification it was viewed at, and the microscope # used
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
